SEVENTH SUNDAY OF EASTER   
 
"Now this is eternal life, that they should know you, the only true God, and the one whom 
you sent, Jesus Christ." The Easter season is resplendent with the joy of eternal life. Jesus 
conquered death through his resurrection and promises all believers a share in this miracu-
lous triumph. The gates of heaven have been opened for us by the great sacrifice of our 
Savior. All good things lie in wait for us who know "the only true God" and his Son, Jesus 
Christ. 
 

When we gather together in our communities of faith, it's easy to remember all of this. We 
share common beliefs and practices with those friends, family members, and neighbors 
who attend our church. But carrying the joy of Easter with us out into the "world" can be 
more of a challenge. Once we step outside the safe confines of our parish or home, we 
encounter those who do not know the true God. We work with, study with, encounter, or 
gather with many people who have forgotten, abandoned, or never even known Jesus. 
Sometimes this can make us hesitant to share our joy, or even apologetic for our beliefs. 
But of course we are called to be witnesses of what we believe, not cowards who hide it 
from public view. 
 

So let us take courage from today's Gospel. Jesus himself offered prayers on behalf of his 
followers. "I pray for them. I do not pray for the world, but for the ones you have given 
me." As the followers of Christ, we have the benefit of his own desire to help us, to 
strengthen us even amidst the challenges that we face. He knows that we "are in the 
world" even though he is not here in the same way. And he has asked God the Father to 
share his divine blessings with us even as we make our way in this world. 

 
John 17:1-11a 
We hear today Jesus' prayer to his Father. What do you find striking about  
Jesus' prayer? 
 
Acts 1:12-14 
What do you imagine the apostles, Mary, and all the others talked about in the 
"upper room" that day? 
 
1 Peter 4:13-16 
How do you see Peter's presenting a theology of suffering in today's reading?  

Question: 
I really want to be more of a witness to faith, but am afraid of looking like a  
religious nut. How can I be more of a witness without becoming fanatical? 
 

Answer: 
Making bread is not difficult, but it does require that you blend water, flour, 
yeast, and salt in the right proportions or else the bread fails. Jesus uses the  
image of bread often when he speaks about spiritual things. Our life of faith  
requires balance, or the right blend of things, in order to be authentic and  
credible. Emotion, intellect, understanding, and spiritual practice are all essential 
to the life of a believer. When any of these elements are overemphasized to the 
detriment of the others, we risk the loss of balance and direction that leads us to 
"monotone, monochrome" thinking. We can give witness to our faith in small 
ways: a meal prayer even in a restaurant, a sign of the cross when passing a  
cemetery, a religious statue in our garden, an appropriate bumper sticker. Our 
witness to faith needs to be like yeast in bread-present, effective, transforming. 
When it guides your everyday life, when you stand up for what is right and good, 
when others see the person you are because of faith, your give great witness. The 
best sermon is often the one without any words.
